Launching of UI campaign in Quebec

“Stop the Demand for Trafficking in Women & Children”

On Wednesday, October 22, CATHII (Committee Against Trafficking Internally & Internationally) organized a gathering of its member groups to launch the UI campaign. These are: Daughters of Jesus, Srs of Providence, Srs of St. Anne, Srs of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary. Other partners were also present -- members of CLES, of the International Bureau for children’s rights, of the Emmanu-Beth-El-Sholom Temple. All spoke of the importance of this campaign for them. Also present were members of community groups – the RCMP, the Quebec Commission for Human Rights, the group for International Children’s Aid. All told, about a hundred persons responded to the invitation. After a light lunch, presentations were made which provoked a most interesting question-answer period. The discussion did “in fact” launch the campaign … it is up to us now to follow up so that the demand for women and children brings us to greater solidarity and to concrete actions that will stop its progress. 

Holy Names Academy, Seattle

HUMAN TRAFFICKING was featured on Wednesday, October 1, 2008

during the GLOBAL SOLIDARITY WEEK at Holy Names Academy.

The purpose of the day was to recognize the issue of human trafficking and to educate our HNA community to the local, national and international concerns related to this violation of human rights and dignity.   

· At school, the Global Solidarity Week committee organizing this day wore orange shirts in honor of the national color for human trafficking, each with a statistic conveying information about human trafficking.  


· At home, we suggested eating a simple meal with our families as an act of solidarity with those who live in poverty.  The following questions were considered for discussion with reference to the Not For Sale website for further information: 

· What are some of the root and fundamental causes of human trafficking?

· What are some concrete ways to help better governments and societies so the trafficking trade is not such a profitable part of the economy?  

·  What is the most striking piece of information you learned about human trafficking?


· We also suggested that all students with Facebook accounts have their status be the website for the Not For Sale Campaign, http://www.notforsalecampaign.org, as an effort to raise awareness of our friends in the larger community about the issue of trafficking.
